To avoid coming to court unnecessarily, please
call the court cancellation line at (608) 266-
4456 before coming to court. The recording is
updated daily at 4:30 p.m. Youmay call anytime,
but be sure to call the night before the hearing.
If your case is on the list, you do not need to
attend that hearing. You must appearif your case
is not included on the cancellation list.



® Why havelreceived asubpoena?

Asubpoenaisanorder that requires you
toappearincourt. Youhavereceived a
subpoenabecause youhave information
thatisimportant to the prosecution of a
criminal case.

Whatisexpected of mein court?

Youwill be administered an oath, which
requires that you answer truthfully all
questions that youare asked. Attorneys for
both sides have an opportunity toask you
relevant questions. Please dress appropri-
atelyforcourt.

Itisdifficult to predict the amount of time
that you will be needed for court; please
planaccordingly. Youmay want to bring
reading material, medication,and money
forsnacks and parking.

Unlessinstructed otherwise, please report
tothe District Attorney's Office.

Attorney's Office if you have questions.

Is child care available?

Isfood available?

Thereisacafeterialocated on Lower Level 1
in the Dane County Courthouse. It is open
from 6:30 a.m. until 2:00 p.m., Monday

through Friday. Itisnot open on weekends.

WillIbe compensated formy time?

Youwill receive awitnessfee of $16.00 for
each day that youappearin court pursuant
toyour subpoena. Youwill alsoreceivea
mileage allowance of $1 perday forin-city
mileage or 20 cents amile if youlive
outside the city limits.

Inorder toinsure payment of your witness
fee, you must provide your subpoenato
the District Attorney's Office on the day
you testify. Please make sure the address
onyour subpoenais current and accurate.

Yourwitness check will be mailed 6-8

weeksafter yourappearance.

WhatifIhavebeen threatened
or harassed about testifying?

Ifyou have been threatened or harassed
about testifying, report this to yourlocal
police departmentimmediately.

® Whatiflamcontacted aboutthe

case?

Anattorney, privateinvestigator, or
member of the mediamay contact you
about the case. Youare not required to
speak withanyone. However, youmay do
soif youwish. Beadvised thatif youdo
choose to speak with someone, anything
you say outside of court may be used as
evidencein court. Itisinyourbestinterest
toask for proofofidentification of any
person who contacts you about the case.
